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Abstract. In this article the author studies the process of formation of
communicative competence in teaching foreign languages. Communicative
competence is considered as a broad term that includes not only the structural
features of the language, but also its social, pragmatic and contextual features.
The priority direction of the “strategy for the modernization of education” is
the education of a person who strives to maximize their capabilities, is open
to new experiences, and is able to make conscious and responsible choices in
various life situations. Thus, it is necessary to teach the child to solve certain
communicative tasks in different areas and situations of communication by
language means, that is, to form a communicative competence that includes
mastering all types of speech activity, the basics of oral and written speech
culture, basic skills and language use skills.

However, the concept of communicative competence includes not only
mastering the necessary set of speech and language knowledge, but also the
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formation of skills in the field of practical use of language in the process of
speech activity. This is also related to the implementation of educational tasks
for the formation of a socially active person who is oriented in the modern
world. Communicative competence here becomes part of cultural competence,
leads to an increase in the General humanitarian culture of the individual, the
formation of high creative, ideological and behavioral qualities necessary for
its inclusion in various activities.
Keywords: communication, foreign language, competence, teaching.

With the development of cultural and economic ties between countries
and peoples, the role of learning foreign languages increases. Every year the
demand for specialists who speak foreign languages increases. One of the
most important areas in the development of education today is the use of a
competence-based approach. We are talking about the formation of skills
and abilities related to the practical application of a person’s communication
abilities, cultural, social and informational competencies. This issue is widely
discussed in the scientific and pedagogical literature, but the cognitive approach
prevails in higher education institutions, and students have to memorize a large
amount of information instead of developing the basic competencies necessary
for successful activities [1].

A modern specialist is required not only to speak a foreign language, but
also to be able to effectively apply it in the field of everyday and professional
communication. But this is impossible without knowledge of social norms,
spiritual values, and traditions of other peoples.

The concept of modernization of Kazakhstan’s education defines
new social requirements for the formation of personal attitudes. There is a
reorientation of the assessment of educational results from the concepts of
“preparedness”, “training”, “education” to the concepts of “competence”,
“competence” of students.

The concept of “competence” has long been used in psychological
and pedagogical literature, but the increased interest in it has appeared only
recently, which can be explained by the rapidly changing realities in society.

As aresult of cognitive activity and educational practice, the ability based
on the acquired knowledge of the student, his intellectual and life experience,
values and inclinations.

The category ‘“competence” belongs to the sphere of relations
between knowledge and practical activity of a person and implies a whole
range of personal qualities of a person, including cognitive, operational and
technological, motivational, ethical, social, and behavioral components [2].

Competence is a set of knowledge, skills, and abilities that are formed
in the process of learning a foreign language. Therefore, language is a mirror
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of culture, which reflects not only the world around a person, but also their
mentality, national character, lifestyle, traditions and vision of the world.

One of the goals of teaching a foreign language is the development of
foreign language communicative competence, therefore, the main purpose
of teaching a foreign language is to form communicative competence, i.e.
the ability and readiness to carry out foreign language interpersonal and
intercultural communication with native speakers.

Communicative competence implies the knowledge, skills and abilities
necessary for understanding a foreign-language participant in the dialogue and
generating their own model of speech behavior that is adequate to the goals,
areas, and situations of communication. It requires knowledge of the basic
concepts of linguistics (styles, types, ways of connecting sentences in the text,
etc.), skills of text analysis and proper communication skills, i.e. skills of speech
communication in relation to various areas and situations of communication,
taking into account the addressee, the goal.

So, communicative competence as an integrated goal of teaching a
foreign language should be understood as foreign-language interpersonal and
intercultural communication with native speakers within the limits set by the
standard.

The concept of communicative competence in teaching foreign languages
provides for the formation of students * knowledge, skills and abilities that
allow them to join the ethno-cultural values of the country of the language
being studied and practically use a foreign language in situations of intercultural
understanding and cognition. The combination of such knowledge, skills and
abilities is the communicative competence of students.

The use of a communicative approach in teaching foreign languages
contributes to the formation of the ability to communicate in a foreign
language, i.e. to acquire communicative competence — the ability to use all
types of speech activities: reading, listening, speaking, writing [3].

Communication in a foreign language is not only the process of
transmitting and receiving information, but also the regulation of relations
between partners, the establishment of various types of interaction, the ability
to assess and analyze the situation of communication, the implementation
of educational activities when mastering a foreign language as an academic
subject. Educational competence organizes and optimizes students °
independent work on the language, reduces time, physical and mental costs
when learning a foreign language, promotes high-quality mastery of foreign
language communication, and increases interest in the subject. The process of
formation of educational competence involves the acquisition of knowledge
about the methods of rational performance of educational work, options for
performing educational actions in the absence of a given algorithm, skills for
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diagnosing one’s own level of rational organization of educational activities;
the ability to choose a method of educational activity that corresponds to
individual personal characteristics, form a set of individual educational skills
and actively use it, independently control the correctness of this choice [4].

In the process of communication, orientation to the social characteristics
of the speech partner (its status, position, situational role) is manifested in the
choice of speech tools that correspond to a specific communicative situation.

Based on the above, communicative competence can be defined as a means
necessary for the formation of a speech situation in a social context, and the
goal of forming a communicative competence — as a completed communicative
act. To achieve this goal, you need communicative competencies — language
knowledge and skills, speech skills, and the linguistic and cultural component
of the training content.

In communicative competence, the most important role is given to
language competence, which, thanks to a certain amount of knowledge, provides
the construction of grammatically and syntactically correct forms, as well as
understanding of semantic segments of speech constructed in accordance with
the norms of a foreign language.

It should be noted that without knowledge of the grammatical structure
of a foreign language, it is impossible to solve communication problems. But
the grammatical system of a language is learned only on the basis of familiar
vocabulary. Hence the conclusion: both grammatical and lexical skills and
abilities serve as the center of language competence, on which speech skills
and abilities are based.

Today, every person and the state as a whole are interested in practical
mastery of a foreign language that provides access to the world market and
familiarization with world culture. Therefore, communication competence
becomes a priority goal. The structure of foreign language communication
competence includes a number of competencies. First of all, it is a linguistic
competence — one of the main components of communicative competence.

spheres;-the ability to write and transmit elementary information (letter).
Foreign language communicative competence as a certain level of proficiency
in language, speech and socio-cultural knowledge, skills and abilities allows
the student to build their speech behavior depending on the communication
situation, namely, situations of everyday, pedagogical, scientific, business,
political and socio-political communication. The structure of foreign language
communication competence includes a number of competencies.

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Abstract. In this article, the author studies the psychological and
pedagogical foundations of the process of formation of communicative
competence among cadets of the Military Institute of the Land forces.
Communicative competence is considered as a broad term that includes not
only the structural features of the language, but also its social, pragmatic and
contextual features. The formation of students * communicative competence is
facilitated by the use of foreign language teaching technology based on the use
of'a student-centered approach. Its essence lies in the consistent implementation
of pedagogical procedures, operations and techniques that together make up an
integral didactic system. The implementation of this system in the practice of
the teacher contributes to both the formation of communicative competence and
the comprehensive development of the student’s personality. This technology
assumes the maximum transfer of the teaching initiative to students at all stages
of cognitive activity, during which the teacher acts as a consultant, adviser,
with extensive experience and knowledge. In addition, it contains elements of
communicative and problem-based learning, includes search methods, thanks
to which cadets independently set tasks and conduct research on problems,
creatively extract and apply knowledge, carry out self- / mutual assessment,
self- / mutual control, forming internal motivation to improve the achieved
level of communicative competence.

The most important component of professionalism among cadets of
the Military institute of the Land forces is their ability to effectively interact
with other subjects in various conditions and situations of service, and in most
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cases the effectiveness of such interaction is provided by their communicative
competence. However, the analysis of military practice shows the existing
problems and difficulties experienced by graduates of military institutions of
the Republic of Kazakhstan in situations of communication and interaction
with subordinates and senior managers [1].

Requirements of the defense Ministry, the requirements for professional
training of the cadets of the Military institute of Land forces, offered the
achievement of the integrated end result of education, which deals with the
formation of the graduate competencies, as expressed in the development of a
certain subject area, skills and ways of working. Competence is considered as
the basis for the development and development of competence. Competence is
defined as the possession, possession by cadets of a military Institute of relevant
competencies, manifested in the ability and readiness for activities based on
knowledge and experience. At the same time, competence is understood not
just as a set of competencies, but is represented as “a set of competencies that
are updated in certain types of activities” (A. I. Subetto).

Among the General cultural competencies that graduates of the Military
institute of the Land forces — future officers of the Republic of Kazakhstan, a
special place is given to communication competencies in these standards. [2]

The integrative nature of competencies and competencies noted by many
researchers, as well as a clearly expressed integrative beginning in the didactic
forms of implementation of military higher education institutions, create
favorable conditions for the further development of an interdisciplinary factor
in the real educational process of military institutions of the Ministry of defense
of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Since within the framework of the competence
approach, the goal of professional training of cadets of the military Institute
is, as already noted above, the formation of knowledge along with the ability
and willingness to apply this knowledge in official activities, the formation of
the communicative competence of cadets of the military Institute requires not
interdisciplinary connections, but a different didactic tool — interdisciplinary
integration. It is the integration bases in the professional training of cadets of
the Military institute that will ensure the formation of an individual capable of
holistic thinking and implementation of integrative communication activities
in their professional sphere.

In this regard, the study of various aspects of the formation of
communicative competence of cadets of the Military institute of the Army,
including on the basis of interdisciplinary integration, is relevant in the theory
and methodology of professional education [3].

The analysis of the sources (A.V. Barabanschikov, A.I. Goncharov, A.N.
Kapustin, V.P. Kashirin, A.A. Kidron, A.A. Kobenko, E.N. Short, V.N. Kunitsyn,
LLA. Lobach, T.I. Lukyanenko, M.A. Lamzin, S.S. Mucins, [.LK. Radchenko,
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L.N. Uvarov) suggests that the high level of formation of communicative
skills is at the heart of communicative competence of the modern officer,
which is evident in his ability to solve these problems associated primarily
with training, guidance to subordinates. The complexity and inconsistency of
communication tasks, their individual and unique nature, and the multiple ways
of solving them, of which only one or several lead to optimal results, require
the officer to be fully prepared for communication. Therefore, the formation
of communication skills of cadets who, after graduation, will lead military
collectives, train and educate various categories of military personnel, and
solve other professional tasks, is an urgent problem, both for the development
of theory and for improving military pedagogical practice [4].

Bases of formation of communicative skills of future officers of
the Military institute of the Land forces are carried out in higher military
educational establishments, where students in the learning process possess
special psychological and pedagogical knowledge, acquire relevant skills, gain
initial experience communicative activities, shape personal qualities necessary
for the exercise of professional activities. The key place of training for
communication activities is due to the fact that the daily activities of officers of
the Military Institute of the Land forces for training, education, psychological
training of personnel, and solving other tasks is one of the leading links of their
military professional work.

The tasks facing the higher military school at the present stage of
reforming the Armed Forces actualize the problem of comprehensive training
of cadets for service in the armed forces. At the same time, comprehensive
training is determined by a new look at the appearance and functions of a
modern officer, who must not only be a professional in his field, but also be
able to train and educate his subordinates [5].

Developed communication skills occupy one of the leading places in the
structure of an officer’s training aimed at performing complex and responsible
tasks for the official purpose. In this regard, the problem of formation of
students ¢ communicative competence in educational activities in higher
military educational institutions that contribute to the mastery of a particular
professional activity is of particular importance.

Animportant place in solving this problem is occupied by training sessions
aimed at mastering a foreign language by cadets. The communicative nature
and functions of language attach special importance to the communicative
qualities of cadets as a factor that implements not only educational speech
communication, but also contributes to the successful implementation of future
officers * professional tasks of training and educating subordinates during their
service in the military.

The analysis of special psychological and pedagogical literature on this
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issue allows us to form a holistic view of the degree of development of the
theoretical foundations of the formation of communicative competence among
cadets in the process of all types of educational activities and especially when
cadets study a foreign language and solve the tasks set, subordinating the
analysis to the implementation of the research plan. The special significance
of the formation of communicative competence for training cadets for military
service is that they are universal in nature, that is, they are required in any
professional activity and are part of the majority of both General and special
abilities - pedagogical, the core of which is communication abilities (N.V.
Kuzmina, F.N.Gonobolin), organizational (K.K. Platonov, L.I. Umansky),
foreign languages (B. V. Belyaev, M. G. Kasparova, G. G. Saburova, V.
Lambert, A. Morison) and others. This activity is due to the following specific
features: - a foreign language is essentially the only subject in vvuz, within
which students are purposefully trained in the conscious use of certain
communicative competence (how to address the interlocutor, how to ask a
question, how to politely interrupt the speech of a communication partner, etc.);

- the interests of training cadets to solve professional problems of training
and education of personnel in the military objectively require that the content
of the taught foreign language is closer to solving these problems. This is
done by modeling in the course of the lesson such a language communication
environment 1, which contributes to the “professionalization” of the formed
communicative competence. Methods, forms and means of solving these
problems are discussed in the following sections of the dissertation;

- this activity is communicative in nature, as it is aimed at organizing the
communication activities of cadets.

Thus, the psychological and pedagogical foundations of the process
I have considered contribute to the successful formation of communicative
competence among cadets, since they activate their educational and cognitive
activity, increase motivation to acquire theoretical knowledge, and ensure a
consistent transition from mastering professional knowledge to mastering it, to
self-realization of professional tasks and professional functions [6].

The study showed the importance of implementing the results in the
practice of higher education institutions, but it does not exhaust the entire
content of the problem under consideration. In the future, the research should be
carried out in such areas as specifying mechanisms and developing diagnostic
tools for assessing the levels of professional competence formation in future
teachers and psychologists. The analysis of sources made it possible to use
all the wealth of theoretical knowledge of domestic and foreign scientists
on General problems of activity, its structure, content, activity approach,
activity mediation of mental processes in the individual’s consciousness and
interpersonal relationships.

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Abstract. The article shows the importance of independent work
of students. Also gives information about the difficulties in the process of
organizing the work and their solutions. The article provides an example of the
problems that students face when performing independent work. In this work,
the author gives useful tips to help the student when performing independent
work. The author noticed the requirements for the organizing the SIW and to
the appropriate type of independent work, which will be most interesting for
the student and effective.
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Organizing and managing students’ independent work is a very difficult
and responsible job for a teacher. Independent work has a very important role
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in the formation of students’ independence and research skills. It is impossible
to imagine the process of studying in higher education institutions without
extracurricular works.

Independent work is not just a method of teaching, but it is a type of
learning activity performed by students without direct help of the teacher or
managed by the tutor indirectly through extra educational materials [1].

A.l. Zimnaya emphasizes that the SIW is a consequence of properly
organized educational activities in the classroom, which motivates its
independent expansion, deepening and continuation in their free time. For the
teacher, this means a clear awareness not only of their own plan of educational
actions, but also of its conscious formation among students as a certain scheme
for mastering the subject in the course of solving new educational tasks [2].

A survey of students of the Ablai Khan Kazakh University of international
relations and world languages showed that students are engaged in independent
work, but with some difficulties related to time. Since students ‘ classes start
at 8 am and end at 1 PM. After the classroom sessions, the student has to
prepare for the next day’s class, which takes up 70% of the students’ free
time. Therefore, after such a load, students lose their motivation to engage in
independent work at home. Another reason for the difficulty of independent
work of the students is not the ability to organize work independently. This is
where the problem of organizing and managing students ‘ independent work
comes from.

Due to the small experience of working independently, students have a
need for pedagogical assistance. Unfortunately, even the best students need
a partial consultation and referral from a supervisor. The teacher should not
participate in the work process itself, but should organize and manage students’
independent work, as well as give direction and motivation [3].

The organization of independent work of students is the selection of
appropriate forms, means and methods that stimulate cognitive activity,
ensuring the conditions for effectiveness.

Thus, the following management principles should be considered:

1) differentiated approach to students in compliance with the
practicability

of educational tasks;

2) loads and tasks should be systematic, moving from simple to complex,
from detailed to inaccurate;

3) the student must gradually separate from the teacher [3].

We think that independent work of students will show a positive result
and will be effective if it is included in the classroom. Since among other
students, an individual student will try not to go beyond the time limits and will
also be motivated to learn, because he can not fail to work when other students
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are working, this creates conditions for learning. Therefore, we can say that
independent work of students will be effective if the teacher himself distributes
the time of students in practical classroom classes.

When choosing independent work, you need to take into account the
volume, content, principles of didactics, as well as the availability of material
to students. It is very important to follow such principles as the connection
between theory and practice, the gradual growth of difficulties, as well as the
principle of creative activity.

The construction of a system of independent work Pidkasistyj P.I. made
the following:

1. the system of independent work should contribute to the solution of
the main didactic tasks

2. the system should meet the basic principles of didactics, and, above
all, the principles of accessibility and systematic

3. the work Included in the system should be diverse in terms of
educational goals and content, in order to ensure the formation of students
various skills.

The achievement of this task lies not only on the teacher’s pedagogical
skills, but also on how he understands the meaning and place of each individual
work in the system of work, in the development of students’ cognitive abilities,
their thinking and other qualities [4].

When organizing independent work of students, teachers should take
into account the different rates and abilities of students, so do not forget about
a differentiated approach. The teacher needs to give a more difficult task to
those who have already managed to do easy tasks.

According to [.A. Zimnaya there are five types of independent work due
to their aims:

1. The acquisition of new knowledge

2. Consolidation of knowledge

3. Development the ability to use the theory in practice

4. The formation of skills of a creative nature

For the effectiveness of independent work, the teacher needs to clearly
plan the learning process and choose the right educational material that will
make students interested in the work.

We prepeared some tips for students to prepeare to independent work.
because when starting independent work students have a desire to postpone
everything for tomorrow or for the most extreme day and hour.

* In order not to face this problem, the first thing you should do is to
make a work plan, without a plan, no work goes forward. for the execution
of work is usually given from 10 to six months of time,it is very important
to think about the stages of work and what you should do at each stage of the

work.
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* You need to read the instructions carefully. In each work there are
requirements and deadlines, carefully read the instructions and ask the teacher
if something is not clear, remember that it is not a shame to ask, but it is a
shame to be silent when you do not know.

* In the next important step is to define the type of work. It is the type and
form of work that determines the methods of research and methods of solving
problems.

* Every job has a goal and a task. Without a specific goal, the job doesn’t
matter. And without a goal, it is impossible to define tasks. Ask yourself the
question “what is required of me?”

* Now you should start searching for suitable materials and literature.
Because without the help of scientific works of other researchers, it is impossible
to perform the work correctly.

* Create conditions for yourself to work. Unfortunately, now it is difficult
to imagine the modern society far from the messages and notifications in your
smartphone. But all this distracts you from your work. Turn off your mobile
phone for at least an hour and concentrate on your work.

* Learn to allocate your time correctly. Do not postpone everything until
the last moment, at least a day for half an hour you need to work.

The purposes of independent work of students are to prepare students
for scientific activities and teach them to independently get out of a problem
situation. In the organization of SIW, the teacher needs to be able not to work
with students in general, but with an individual. The main task of the teachers
is to develop and increase the good qualities of students as future specialists.
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Abstract. This article discusses the need to use information technologies
and resources in the process of forming foreign language communication
of University students. Disadvantages of formation of foreign language
competence in independent work of students are revealed. Methods of
using various Internet resources and information technologies are proposed.
Communicative competence is considered as a broad term that includes not
only the structural features of the language, but also its social, pragmatic and
contextual features.

With the development of cultural and economic ties between countries
and peoples, the role of learning foreign languages increases. Every year the
demand for specialists who speak foreign languages increases. One of the
most important areas in the development of education today is the use of a
competence-based approach. We are talking about the formation of skills
and abilities related to the practical application of a person’s communication
abilities, cultural, social and informational competencies. This issue is widely
discussed in the scientific and pedagogical literature, but the cognitive approach
prevails in higher education institutions, and students have to memorize a large
amount of information instead of developing the basic competencies necessary
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for successful activities. A modern specialist is required not only to speak
a foreign language, but also to be able to effectively apply it in the field of
everyday and professional communication.

Keywords: communicative competence, information technologies,
independent work of a student, foreign language competence, Internet
resources.

The priority direction of the “strategy for the modernization of education”
is the education of a person who strives to maximize their capabilities, is open
to new experiences, and is able to make conscious and responsible choices in
various life situations. Thus, it is necessary to teach the student to solve certain
communicative tasks in different areas and situations of communication by
language means, that is, to form a communicative competence that includes
mastering all types of speech activity, the basics of oral and written speech
culture, basic skills and language use skills.

Students ‘acquisition of communicative competence consists in such
mastery of communication in a foreign language that allows them to use it to
meet professional needs, implement personal business contacts, and further
professional self-education and self-improvement. Many Russian and foreign
scientists (M.N. Vyatyutnev, [.A. Zimnyaya, N.I. GEZ, E.I. Passov, [.L. BIM,
V.V. Safonova, J. Savignon, G. Pifo, D. Haimz, D. Raven, etc.) are devoted to
the problems of formation and development of communicative competence in
the process of language teaching.

It is possible to distinguish the multidimensional nature of the category
under consideration. The vagueness of the term boundaries leads to the presence
of numerous definitions: communicative excellence, speech competence,
communicative literacy, sociolinguistic competence, verbal communication
competence, communication abilities, communication skills, etc.

In the domestic language teaching the term ‘“communicative
competence” was introduced into scientific use the M.N. Vetyutneva. He
suggested understanding communicative competence “as the choice and
implementation of speech behavior programs depending on a person’s ability
to navigate in a particular communication environment; the ability to classify
situations depending on the topic, tasks, and communicative attitudes that
students have before the conversation, as well as during the conversation in
the process of mutual adaptation” [1]. In addition to knowledge of language,
according To the formulation of N. I. Geza, communicative competence
includes the ability to “communicatively correlate a speech utterance with
the goals of the communication situation, with an understanding of the
relationship between the communicating parties, as well as the ability to
correctly organize speech communication taking into account cultural and
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social norms of communicative behavior” [2].

There is no unity in understanding all the components of communicative
competence and the mechanism of their interaction. Foreign language
communicative competence has a complex multicomponent structure. The
process of forming a foreign language communicative competence of a future
specialist should take into account the specifics of teaching a foreign language
in a non-linguistic University and is based on the following pedagogical
conditions:

* determining the content of the communicative competence based on
the analysis of the relevant professional activity;

* step-by-step formation of foreign language communicative competence;

* intensification of the process of formation of foreign language

communicative competence;

* immersion in a foreign language environment through conferences,
role-playing and business games, reading original literature.

Today, the higher school aims not only to significantly update the content
of foreign language teaching, but also to introduce new ways of forming the
communicative competence of future specialists. The selection of approaches
to the formation of students ‘* communicative competence takes into account
the correspondence of forms and methods of educational work to the goals of
forming a competent specialist. In the process of teaching a foreign language
to students, you can use, for example, the following competence technologies:

* Project method.

* Developing critical thinking through reading and writing.

* Method of debate.

* Game technology (language games, role-playing games, dramatization).

* Problematic discussions.

* Interactive learning technology (in pairs, small groups).

* Scenario-contextual technology. Modular learning technology.

Consider the process of organizing classroom and independent work of
students. In the classroom, practical goals of teaching a foreign language are
realized. This form of organization of the educational process is characterized by
complexity, intensification of speech activity, communication and professional
orientation. Classes in the classroom are of a communicative nature and involve
solving communication problems in the professional sphere. Independent work
is focused on learning to read and translate specialized texts.

Activities during classroom sessions include speaking in pairs, in
groups, with a teacher; listening; reading; writing. Tasks in the classroom are
interactive and encourage students to communicate in a foreign language (oral
and written) with each other and with the teacher.

Independent work of students is reduced to completing homework,
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writing test papers, essays, and individual extracurricular reading. The absence
of audio-visual support of educational and methodical sets in the specialty
practically excludes work on listening in independent work [3].

Summarizing the above, we note that independent work of students has
a number of disadvantages in comparison with classroom work of students
and does not sufficiently contribute to learning a foreign language in a non-
linguistic University.

The introduction of new information technologies in the educational
process allowed us to identify the following factors of their effectiveness: [4].

* Intensification of the educational process

* Creating favorable opportunities for mastering educational material
based on the principle of visibility, which is implemented thanks to the wide
capabilities of the PC-color, video, music, graphics, drawings, etc.

* Increased motivation

* The presence of continuous feedback in the learning process

* Greater individualization of the educational process

* In-depth learning of specific material

* Elimination of routine work of the teacher to control students
knowledge.

In teaching a foreign language, information technologies have unlimited
potential and allow you to form a foreign language communicative competence
in an active position of the subject of educational activity. As the researchers of
the problems of using information technologies in teaching a foreign language
convincingly prove, these technologies are a means of teaching and allow us to
solve a number of specific didactic tasks.

Internet resources create a natural language environment for foreign
language learners. These technologies make it possible to use authentic texts,
listen to and communicate with native speakers.

1. Audio log-allows you to record audio, digitize analog recordings
(cassettes, records), edit files, physically edit multiple files (cut, paste, mix),
change the speed and pitch of the recording, etc. When learning a foreign
language, it is a necessary tool for developing phonetic skills. it provides an
opportunity to record reference utterances, own utterances, listen to them
repeatedly, and correct mistakes. The audio journal also has an unlimited
resource for working on listening.

2. Social networks - the main function of whichisto find people who share a
common interest and maintain communication between them. Communication
in the group can be carried out in a foreign language, the group can include both
foreign language learners and native speakers. Personal-oriented, professional
online communication in a foreign language will contribute to the formation of
reading and writing skills.

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3. Social storage-designed for storing various types of data and presenting
them to each other. These can be photo and video services (for example, http://
picasaweb.google.com; http://youtube.com), allowing you to store and edit
photos and videos, programs for free.

ru. Communication can take a variety of forms - users can share their opinions,
experience and knowledge, interact with each other, establish contacts, as well
as share news, information, etc.

6. Social databases are different information repositories. Example of
an open world encyclopedia project http://www.wikipedia.org, which is built
by volunteers from many countries around the world. This service can serve
as an incentive for writing as part of the presentation of your own results, as
well as be used to develop reading skills.

Summarizing the possibilities of Internet resources and forms of Internet
communication, it is possible to determine the didactic tasks that are solved
with the help of these technologies, namely: to form reading skills and abilities
using network materials of varying degrees of complexity; to improve listening
skills based on authentic audio texts; to improve the skills of monologue and
dialogical utterance based on problematic discussion of network materials; to
improve writing skills, composing letters, participating in the preparation of
essays, essays, etc.; to fill up their vocabulary, both active and passive; to form
a stable motivation for foreign language activities of students based on the
use of “live” professional materials and discussion of current problems [2]; to
meet educational needs in obtaining professionally and personally significant
information; to present their own results; to get acquainted with the cultural
heritage of the peoples of the world.

These information technologies organize a genuine communication
environment, where, from the point of view of the educational process, the
student’s involvement in speech activities in a foreign language is organized,
while activating skills in the field of speaking, reading, writing, listening.

Individual work with these services will allow you to implement an
individual, differentiated approach to learning a foreign language, increase
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motivation to learn a foreign language by using problem materials on the
Internet, actually working on a computer in order to develop information
competence, which is currently in demand among young people; form
components of foreign language communicative competence.

When considering the learning process at any given time (in the classroom
or during homework), the computer acts only as a learning tool. No matter what
software is installed on it, no matter what curriculum the student works with,
they use the computer as any other means of learning (for example: film and
video projectors, tables, diagrams, maps, and other visual AIDS). However, the
situation completely changes if we consider the learning process in dynamics
(over a certain period of time). In this case, the computer also takes over the
functions of the teacher.

The software embedded in the computer are carrying out an evaluation
of the performed actions. Currently, there are many fundamentally new
training tools on the market. There is a wide variety of not only teaching kits,
but also entire courses on CD-ROMs. They can naturally be used in various
learning situations, if you clearly understand how they can fit into the learning
process. Computer programs help to increase the motivation of learning, make
it possible to familiarize yourself with new material and then perform training
exercises, as well as to a certain extent contribute to the development of speech
skills.

The effectiveness of using information technologies in teaching
a foreign language is realized in the process of organizing independent
work of students. Information technologies provide each student with an
individual working method when performing practical work, information
resources, methodological and control materials, time resources, the ability to
individualize and differentiate the learning process (individual training plans),
and high motivation to work with modern information technologies.

The use of innovative technologies increases motivation
to learn, stimulates cognitive interest, and increases the effectiveness of
independent work. Innovative technologies can become the main tools in the
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field of educational, educational and creative activities of students [2].

The pedagogical basis of the automated educational and control program
consists of a variety of test tasks. Due to the fact that information in today’s
world is rapidly losing relevance, the teacher must constantly update the
materials training package, to bring students to an even greater extent will
promote motivation in the learning process. The combination of, for example,
two cutting-edge technologies creates an innovative technology that, on the one
hand, provides computer support for learning (information technology), and on
the other hand, provides individualization of learning (modular technology).
Information-modular technology allows you to actively use distance learning,
based on the use of a wide range of various information, technological and
technical means that allow you to build the learning process without taking into
account the place and time. The most important features of distance learning
are flexibility, modularity, parallelism, completeness of information access,
economy, technology, social internationality and humanity. Thus, information
and modular technology occupies a worthy place in the general system of
pedagogical technologies.

So, the article considers some innovative pedagogical technologies
that are used in the preparation of students of educational institutions in the
educational process. it should be noted that one of the presented pedagogical
technologies cannot be called a priority. They can only be used in the system,
in their complex interaction. Therefore, the value lies precisely in their
simultaneous and contiguous use. When choosing a technology, you need
to make sure that it guarantees the achievement of a certain level of training
and education. The use of innovative pedagogical technologies also depends
on the teacher’s ability to properly organize the educational process. When
choosing a particular pedagogical technology, it is necessary to remember the
moral aspect. We are talking, in particular, about the feasibility of using well-
known and created pedagogical technologies. Innovative technologies are an
important factor in the educational process. in the future, the widespread use
of innovative pedagogical technologies in the educational system becomes
obvious. The wide range and multiplicity of innovative and information
technologies necessitate their further detailed analysis and study in complex
interaction.

Innovation is a complex of interrelated processes and is the result of the
conceptualization of a new idea aimed at solving the problem and then — to the
practical application of the new phenomenon. As pedagogical innovations in
the educational process can be: the content of educational material, technical
means, pedagogical technologies, etc. We will focus in more detail on
technologies and the attitude of teachers to innovation. V.D. Simonenko refers
to innovative technologies of training: interactive technologies of training,
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technology of project training and computer technologies [1].

In the psychological theory of learning, interactive learning is based on
the psychology of human relationships. interactive learning technologies are
considered as ways of mastering knowledge, forming skills and abilities in
the process of interaction between the teacher and the student as subjects of
educational activity. Their essence is that they are based not only on the processes
of perception, memory, attention, but, above all, on creative, productive
thinking, behavior, communication. at the same time, the learning process
is organized in such a way that students learn to communicate, interact with
each other and other people, learn to think critically, solve complex problems
based on the analysis of production situations, situational professional tasks
and relevant information [2].

In interactive learning technologies, the roles of the educator and the
trainees, as well as the role of information are changing significantly. Didactic
play is an important pedagogical means of activating the learning process.
in the process of didactic play, the student must perform actions similar to
those that may take place in his professional activity. As a result, there is an
accumulation, actualization and transformation of knowledge into skills and
abilities, the accumulation of personal experience and its development. The
technology of the didactic game consists of three stages: preparation, analysis.
for example, the solution of the same pedagogical tasks and situations can
be found only in the course of performing game actions. Students are given
a certain pedagogical situation in the classroom, they assign roles, consider
options for solving the situation, a game plot, and then present the chosen
solution. Evaluating the effectiveness of didactic games, we can note the
following: the game allows you to control the knowledge of students; during
the game, students form their own opinion, independence; the ability to make
decisions in real conditions is worked out; the ability to work in a team to solve
a common problem is formed. The technology of project training is considered
as a flexible model of the organization of the educational process, focused
on the creative self-realization of the individual, trained by the development
of her intellectual, volitional qualities and creative abilities in the process of
creating an educational creative project [3].

The use of computer technologies in the system of professional education
contributes to the implementation of the following pedagogical goals:
developmentofthe student’s personality, preparation for independent productive
professional activity; implementation of the social order determined by the
needs of modern society. The successful implementation of any innovation
in education depends on a variety of psychological and socio-psychological
factors, which can be both objective and subjective. The decisive factor in
the renewal of the school is the personality of the teacher. at the same time,

teachers differ in their attitude to innovations.

Model of innovative mechanisms for the development of education the
above leads to the conclusion that the public need to update education requires
special attention to innovative processes, to optimize their management, to
factors that hinder or contribute to the introduction and dissemination of
pedagogical innovations, to the personality of the teacher, his training and
retraining. Readiness for innovative activity is understood as a set of qualities
of'a teacher that determine his focus on the development of his own pedagogical
activity and the activity of the entire team, as well as his ability to identify
current problems of students ‘ education, find and implement effective ways to
solve them [4].

Psychological factors of teachers ‘ readiness for pedagogical innovations.

The first component of the teacher’s readiness for innovation is the
presence of a motive for inclusion in this activity.

The second component of the considered readiness is a set of knowledge
about modern requirements for the results of school education, innovative
models and technologies of education, what determines the needs and
opportunities for the development of existing pedagogical practice. The
third component of the teacher’s readiness for innovative activity is a set of
knowledge and ways to solve the problems of this activity.

I would like to note that the leading functions of innovative learning
can be considered: intensive development of the personality of the student
and teacher; democratization of their joint activities and communication;
orientation to creative teaching and active learning, to the initiative of the
student in forming himself as a future professional; modernization of means,
methods, technologies of training that contribute to the formation of innovative
thinking of the future professional.

The study of the research work is based on the knowledge of such
disciplines as “pedagogy “and” psychology”. Pedagogical teaching is the
methodological basis of pedagogy and helps to understand the goals of
education, as well as to solve the problems of the worldview, the interaction of
the collective and the individual, understanding the theme such as ‘enhancing
the cognitive activity of younger students with the help of cartoons’ at school.
The relationship between pedagogy and psychology is as thorough and clear
as possible: pedagogy uses methods of psychological research to identify,
describe, explain and systematize pedagogical facts and phenomena; any
section of pedagogy relies on the corresponding section of psychology in its
research; the construction of learning and educational processes corresponds
to the laws of mental and cognitive activity, cognitive skills and personal
development of a student, psychological qualities, needs and capabilities.
During the research work the fundamental characteristics of the pedagogical
and psychological categories such as “cognitive processes”, ‘cognitive activity,
‘competency-based education’ were described.

In the process of teaching the ‘cartoons to the younger students’,
interactive teaching methods are used, which allow activating the cognitive
activity of students. These methods include creating and solving problem
situations, micro-applications, games, self-testing and self-analysis of
psychological qualities, analysis of pedagogical phenomena, development of
pedagogical essays and reviews.

The cognitive activity and the cognitive processes [1].

A child’s whole life is accompanied by various activities, where he
acquires a certain knowledge, his mental and cognitive development. According
to L.Vygotsky, the driving force for mental development is the doctrine of
universal human values as a way of ‘acquiring’. Instead, learning will not
succeed if the child does not function as a subject for cognitive activity.

Researchers J. Bruner, L. Vygotsky, L. Wenger, D. Godovikova, M.
Lisina, V. Mukhina, S. Rubinstein, K. Sherbakova and others studied the
problem of cognitive activity in preschool children.

Cognitive activity is an organized, targeted process of acquisition,
mastery, refinement and consolidation of knowledge, skills and abilities, new
knowledge, skills and abilities acquired by a child with the help of adults or
independently in previous practice. Cognitive activity has the same complex
structure as all others: purpose, control and actions, conditions, goal, motive,
method of execution, evaluation and actions [2].

N. Talizina distinguishes two classes of cognitive activity - general and
special. The general class of cognitive activity includes methods used in all
activities.

A specific class of cognitive activity refers to only a specific activity.
For example, in speech these are the methods of sound and complex analysis
of words, translation of literary texts, memorization of poems. One of the
factors for cognitive activity is the child’s mental activity, which later becomes
cognitive activity. Mental activity is defined as the body’s need to recognize
itself as well as the environment.

Cognitive activity is the state of the body’s readiness for cognitive activity
that stimulates it. According to D. Godovikova, cognitive activity is reflected
in the child’s desire to form a ‘worldview through predictive research activity’.

In pedagogy, children’s learning activity is seen as a didactic principle
that requires the teacher to organize the learning process, which promotes
children’s development of necessary skills, initiative, creativity, independence,
strong knowledge, thinking, control and speaking skills.

One of the types of cognitive activity is speech activity, whose
development is mainly in the twentieth century. F. de Saussure ‘Linguistics’;
L. Scherba “On Three Aspects of Linguistic Phenomena and Experiments
in Linguistics” (1931), “Language System and Speech Function” (1974); L.
Vygotsky “Thinking and Speaking” (1934) M. Jinkin “Speech Mechanisms”,
O. Luria “Language and Consciousness” (1979); O. Leontiev “Language.
Talk. Speech Activity “(1969),” Fundamentals of the theory of speech activity
“(1974),” Fundamentals of psycholinguistics “. (1997) and others). on this
phenomenon.
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In addition to “psychological regulation,” language has a “language
system,” which includes a set of individual actions “speech and understanding.”
The division into language teaching such as speaking, listening, reading and
writing.

The second way to understand speech is the psychological method.
According to O. Leontiev, the speech act is epistemic, because it “embodies”
the truth through language [3].

The third approach is psycholinguistics. According to I. Zimnya,
O.Leontiev, whose theme is the relationship of personality to the structure and
functions of speech, on the one hand, language as a major “component” of the
image of the human world, on the other hand the page. It can be a procedure
whose components are speech verbs whose object is subordinate to the general
purpose of the activity Speech processes (depending on the circumstances)
or speech actions that are part of other verbs that are not speech. Thus, the
structure of speech activity includes speech procedures, speech procedures,
speech procedures, and speech state.

Pedagogical process and cartoons.

Pedagogical process - this concept covers the method and manner of
organizing educational relations, consisting in the systematic and purposeful
selection and application of external factors of the development of study
subjects. The pedagogical process is understood as the process of teaching and
educating a person as a special social function, which requires the environment
of a specific pedagogical system.

On her ‘The Modernization Of Foreign Language Education’ book,
S.S.Kunanbayeva has reported that ‘The principle of conceptualization allows
the assimilation of a new linguoculture by the student during the learning
process within an information-based and educational environment created
both by the internet and by electronic educational resources containing audio,
video, multimedia aids on the linguistic, cultural, ethnic, sociological and other
features of different nations in order to immerse the student in the cultural and
linguistic environment of the MFL being studied’ [4].

The learning process is a part of the integral pedagogical process. It is
one of the most planned and complex processes. During the learning process
the cognitive activity of the student is carried out under the guidance of the
teacher.

Legitimacy is a theoretical manifestation of the phenomenon. The
practical implementation of laws and regulations related to a particular
phenomenon is carried out through the principles. There are 10 principles
of the learning process. One of the Learning Principles is called visibility or
interactive visibility principle. In the research work, we study the principle of
visualization by using audiovisual type of technologies.
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Studies that are carried out for understanding these changes revealed
existence of «Psychological Processesy.

Here the term “process” is used to describe the “algorithmic” nature
of phenomena. It has been observed that when a person reacts to stimuli (or
changes in behavior, emotions, or thoughts), it involves certain “steps” to
express themselves.

Some studies suggest that these processes can be classified according
to certain common features or their interactions. Oswald Kulpe and Wilhelm
Wundt made a well-known binary classification of basic and higher processes
in the late 19th century. According to Wundt, if there are no parallel physical
processes, the processes will be “high”. Like reading, thinking, remembering
and more. Later, Vygotsky introduced another criterion. In it, he spoke of
higher processes that existed only in humans and have a cultural origin, but
not “evolutionary.” Ricardo Tamayo’s recent study focuses on the difficulty
of defining “consciousness” as a “process” or “state,” based on four Aristotle
reasons (material, effective, formal, final) and “absolute” and “relativity” for
processes.

During the learning process, a student develops and improves himself by
watching developing cartoons under the guidance of the teacher. In every stage
of development, the psychological process has been improved. The main thing
is to memorize information, ideas, speech, imagination, etc. Each of them plays
a specific role in knowledge of the surrounding world, and cognitiveskills
development.

Mental and cognitive processes in psychological science are a dynamic
reflection of reality, which manifests itself in a wide range of forms. The
following is a structure of psychological processes:

- cognitive;

- emotional;

- strong-willed.

Mental processes:

- arise against the background of exposure to internal and external
stimuli;

- animate, revive the body;

- have a beginning, development, end.

How they differ from each other:

- duration;

- mental stress;

- the level of psychophysiological resources;

- general state (negative, positive);

- intensity level.

For the first time, we began to talk about mental manifestations in ancient
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times, but the study of mental processes began in the nineteenth century.

During the study, several concepts were formed: representatives from the
direction formed by Jean Piaget conducted many experiments and studies, in
which they found that higher mental function developed during their lifetime,
but this process stopped during adolescence. Evolution stops completely when
the morphological maturation of the organism ends. L.S. Vygotsky developed
a different concept. According to him, mental function continues to develop
throughout life. This is related to the influence of environmental factors, the
influence of society, and genetic predisposition.

Functions and places in human life.

Mental processes respond to several functions:

- reception, information processing;

- manifestation of reality;

- service management;

- development, self-improvement;

- formation of creative pursuits;

- assessment of the surrounding reality. Types of psychological processes.

Scientists distinguish three types of psychological processes - cognitive,
emotional, volitional. Each of these species has several subspecies.

Cognitive. Through cognitive processes, a student receives new
information, develops skills and gains experience. The person collects,
processes and stores new data.

Feeling. Emotion is amental manifestation of situations and characteristics
of the environment. In order to receive information, a student must be exposed
to pathogens. There are receptors in the sense organs that are responsible for
receiving and transmitting nerve impulses. Since the findings are not processed
by thought or culture, they are considered natural and correct.

Perception. Perception is a mental process in which images of the outside
world, images of things, are created. Objective and holistic perception can be
called a comparison with feelings.

To create an overview of an object or phenomenon:

- mood;

- expectation;

- The power of desire

- Background information on the topic;

- Fiction.

Therefore, the end of the result does not always live up to expectations,
and it cannot be called completely independent.

Visualization. In our time, a person depicts phenomena and things that he
does not touch. Visualization from previous experience. Therefore, the result
of the representations can be called the second experiment.
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Fiction. Penetrate into the inner world of a person. He creates
photographs, photographs and videos. With your imagination, you can see an
image that cannot be captured in the real world. Imagination is associated with
the development of memory and creative ambition.

Thinking. Responsible for the ability to resolve emergency situations. At
the same time, to solve the current situation, similar methods will be chosen that
have not been used before. Another way to explain the concept of “thinking” is
an endless stream of meanings, images and different ideas.

Memory is the innate ability to remember to use information at the right
time. Forgetting is part of memory. It is required to quickly recall the necessary
information. If a person does not know how to forget, then at some point he
will have problems with multiplying what is necessary.

Attention. Integrated information selection system. With its help, a
person receives only the data that he needs. There are two types of interests:

Involuntarily - a person pays attention to bright colors, loud sounds and
fast movements;

Voluntarily - it is worth paying attention to the choice of a goal, which is
carried out independently.

The above-mentioned psychological processes will influence to younger
student during watching cartoon at school.

Psychological competencies. Communicative competencies consist of’

1) a person’s ability to predict the communicative situation in which
communication will take place; navigate the situation in which he finds himself;

2) communicative performance skills, etc., the ability to find a
communicative structure adequate to the topic of communication and
implement a communicative plan;

3) the ability to understand oneself, one’s own psychological potential
and the potential of a partner.

4) effective application of knowledge and skills to solve problems and
tasks facing a person. It contains two main blocks:

- intellectual (cognitive) - psychological knowledge and psychological
thinking;

- practical (effective) - psychological skills.

All the above-mentioned psychological processes work during watching
the cartoon. This process helps to develop the essential competencies.

Many parents prefer to choose only Soviet cartoons for their children.
Undoubtedly, these cartoons have not yet grown in one generation, they all
relate only to pleasant emotions. But we can’t forget the old vintage cartoons
from the great Walt Disney. His infinitely good and positive characters Bambi,
Snow White, Slonenko Dumbo are very similar to children and do not violate
their normal mental development.
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Children of different ages are interested in various cartoon stories. The
smallest will be an interesting screen tale about a kolobok, turnip, chicken
Ryaba, etc. Children 3-4 years old prefer cartoons with dynamic activities, and
older children are already interested in the relationship of cartoon characters.

The quality and detail of the cartoon drawing also play an important
role. For children, it is better to choose cartoons with inexplicable, moderately
bright photographs and symbols, without unnecessary details. Small children
even enjoy watching “bizarre” cartoons, the beauty of their drawing is a little
funny. Well, if all the elements of the cartoon are proportional, then it is very
important to know the child correctly.

Young children perceive cartoon characters as real people or animals.
Therefore, we need to take care of children in which the main characters are
fantastic creatures with super abilities (mutants, spiders, superheroes, etc.). A
child may want to repeat the feat of his favorite heroes: jump off the roof, lie
on the rails, and so on. Therefore, it is important to teach a child to separate the
fantasy world from reality. The kid should be told that everything that happens
on the screen is not “really” but “fun.”

Thus, the choice of children’s cartoons for parents must be very careful.
But too much fanaticism is nothing. Even in the most similar and innocent
cartoons, you can always see negative moments (this applies to the same “Tom
and Jerry”, and in the advice - “Nu, pogodi!”). The main thing is to form the
child the right approach to cartoons and not to abuse this pastime.

In conclusion, in the process of teaching the ‘cartoons to the younger
students’, interactive teaching methods are used, which allow activating the
cognitive activity of students. These methods include creating and solving
problem situations, micro-applications, games, self-testing and self-analysis of
psychological qualities, analysis of pedagogical phenomena, development of
pedagogical essays and reviews.

Cognitive activity is an organized, targeted process of acquisition,
mastery, refinement and consolidation of knowledge, skills and abilities, new
knowledge, skills and abilities acquired by a child with the help of adults or
independently in previous practice. Cognitive activity has the same complex
structure as all others: purpose, control and actions, conditions, goal, motive,
method of execution, evaluation and actions.

Cognitive activity is the state of the body’s readiness for cognitive activity
that stimulates it. According to D. Godovikova, cognitive activity is reflected
in the child’s desire to form a ‘worldview through predictive research activity’.

In pedagogy, children’s learning activity is seen as a didactic principle
that requires the teacher to organize the learning process, which promotes
children’s development of necessary skills, initiative, creativity, independence,
strong knowledge, thinking, control and speaking skills.
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Role playing games and miniatures are helpful for preparing a wide
range of representatives, yet they can be especially fruitful when working with
low-talented faculty.

These days, organizations and associations now and again confronting
and adapting to troublesome difficulties. It has become imperative that
directors increase careful abilities and encounters so as to turn into a decent
pioneer. There are numerous ways and techniques which can assist you with
preparing a proficient supervisor. Since preparing them has become a major
test for organizations and associations. Furthermore, one of the structures is
role playing games.

The principle point and motivation of role playing is to permit an
individual to rehearse an expertise or capacity they wish to create. Applying
what you realize in a reenacted circumstance permits you to be more successful
and agreeable in a genuine circumstance. With role playing games, a student
can rehearse a few things all the while, can get constant input, and can change
their conduct very quickly. A key component of role playing games d is that the
student places themselves in the shoes they wish to fill or from someone else’s
point of view by and large. At the end of the day, they are “acting” as they wish
to carry on. Role playing games expands on an individual’s information and
experience by convincing them to thoroughly consider how they will act in a
given circumstance. It empowers the student to encounter the circumstance,
or make a circumstance, to get ready for a future collaboration. Role play is
important in light of the fact that it takes into consideration practice in a safe
and nonthreatening way. Role playis a truly adaptable learning apparatus. It
can take a few structures, should be possible in an exceptionally arranged way,
or can be an impromptu action. Role play can help supervisors on an everyday
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premise and can likewise be useful in creating the executives capability in
most, if not all of the abilities chiefs require today [1].

Manager - the boss, occupied with the administration of cycles and
work force at a specific territory of the undertaking, association. It might be its
proprietor, however is regularly a representative.

Manager, generally speaking, is an authority in the association wherein
he works, and is remembered for the center and top administration of the
organization, venture. The characterizing highlight of the supervisor is the
presence of subordinates. The primary capacity of a chief is the board, which
incorporates the way toward arranging, association, inspiration and control.
Contingent upon the size and number of the executives objects, the board
levels are recognized, and, subsequently, chiefs.

One of the main forms of activity in manager training in particular is
role- playing games. This type of activity was formed even in the preschool
age of people, and in other words, the entire subsequent life of each person
is a constant, non-stop process of mastering roles. A game is an activity that
recreates social relationships between players. From this we can conclude that
play is social in nature. In the course of the game, each individual learns to
analyze and understand the meaning of the actions of other people, why a
person performs this or that action, to understand their states and individual
characteristics. The game includes a variety of elements - rules, norms, structure,
etc. In the current situation, such an activity as role-playing games is practiced
in many countries, especially in Western countries. It is especially widely
used in the process of training managers, in higher educational institutions,
schools, etc.

Games provide an opportunity to experience self-esteem and
responsibility, gives joy and positive emotions, increases intelligence, allows
you to achieve success and your goal.

The player learns to assist, to establish contact with other participants,
while he recognizes not only himself but also the people around him. So de
games teach to show emotions correctly, to draw adequate conclusions, to
relate correctly to failures and mistakes.

Games are great for improving communication skills and relationships.
In the course of the game, such vital qualities as concentration, perseverance,
memory, perseverance, perseverance in achieving the goal are developed.

So, the game helps to reduce the level of stress and reduces a person’s
attitude in life, which is to mistrust the knowledge or statements received.

The plots of the game can be very different, both based on fairy tales or
stories, based on different entertaining plot, in which questions are interwoven.
Depending on the complexity of the plot, the level or rules of the game can be
difficult or easy.
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The value of the role-playing method includes a special group of game
themes, it is used as the distribution among a group of people of different types
of roles chosen according to certain internal characteristics that do not obey the
external environment. The most key reason for using this method is that the
participants interact with each other in within the framework of professional
activity or in real life situations. Based on these definitions, it is possible to
identify the main difference between the method of role-playing games and
a business game; it is aimed at developing the technological competence of a
specialist [2].

Important indicators of role-playing games are: the existence of
. a certain form of the situation;

. presentation and selection of special roles;

. the difference in the role of the player, performing all kinds of roles;
. game integration of participants;

. the existence of a common task;

. variability of judgments;

. the existence of a certain grading system;

. the existence of a leader who will control the entire process from the
outside.

There are several ways to define roles:

1) Aquarium - the main participants gather in the center, the rest observe
them and sit around.

2) Parallel - the participants are divided into two groups and two games
take place in parallel in the same room, at the end the participants define the
experience gained and discuss.

3) Role rotation - a method of role-playing in which all participants play
the same role, this helps to show the attitude of each person when solving the
same problem.

4) Exchange of roles - they use different methods of exchange, it can
be an exchange between partners, as well as the use of those roles that are
not used physically in real life or are unfamiliar or inaccessible, for example,
exchange of roles, nation or race. This allows the participants to better feel
the other person and look at themselves from the other side, as well as resolve
conflict situations and problems that have arisen and help to avoid them.

5) Duplication - this method is used as playing the role of one person
in which another participant integrates and expresses into the ear things that,
in his opinion, the subject feels. Assistants in this situation stand behind the
interlocutor’s back and voice all actions.

6) Mirror- the main goal of this technique is to reproduce concrete, but
unbiased behavior, one player by another. At the same time, the participant,
whom he portrays, observes the actions of the player, like a spectator.

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This technique serves to show people how strangers see them. But despite
this, it requires high control from the presenter, his conscientiousness, also
emotionality and attention.

The preparation of these trainings and their playback consists of
several stages. The first is planning - it requires the presenter to determine
which roles will be available, to choose a certain one of the available methods
of conducting the game, preparation of methodological content, as well as
preparation of the situation, etc. Basically, the material is borrowed from
literary sources or other available. The second stage is pre-game. It requires
the leader of the meeting with the participants to explain the rules to them,
as well as to analyze the roles and equip the room, as well as explain the
instructions and warm up before the game. The third stage, the game itself,
requires the participants to immerse themselves in the process as well as interact
according to the chosen roles and experience. This stage implies playing the
same situation several times but with different roles of the players, as well as
repeating the situation with a different composition. During the training, the
presenter actively observes what is happening, can provide assistance, as well
as interrupt the game or change its course. The fourth stage is reflection on
what has been received. At this stage, conflict situations are regulated, as well
as ways of solving controversial tasks and providing an answer in the form of
a way out of the situation are proposed. The moderators also highlight the most
significant results from the participants, generalize and summarize.

For our practical part, we chose a game called “The tower”.

This is a great sales training RPG! It will help to assess competencies
such as collaboration and result orientation. This game can be used both to
evaluate candidates and to evaluate sales managers working for the company.
To play, we needed pads for notes, pens, a stopwatch, A4 sheets of paper (about
50 pieces for each team plus spare), a roulette wheel. The game was held in the
Mango store.

Before the start of the game, the participants were given the following
instructions: they needed to build a paper tower with maximum efficiency,
following the instructions. The game took place in 2 stages, in order to discuss
and prepare the construction of the tower they had 15 minutes. At this time,
they can use each sheet of paper for experiments only once, if they bent it for
this test, then they can no longer use it, that is, they take new sheets [3].

The second stage is the actual construction of the tower. For this they
were given 5 minutes. Before starting the formation, they had to put aside all
the instructions and notes made, and fold the remaining paper in the center of
the table. Each team started building a tower at my command. After finishing
the work, the teams had to make it clear that they had finished. In total, they
were given 50 sheets of paper, and if they needed, they could get them from me
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for an additional price, it is indicated in the instructions.

The tower must be no less than 80cm high and stand no less than 30
seconds. They could write the following rules on the board: no other material
than the one that was offered to them can be used.

After we finished, we did a debriefing of the performance of each team in

turn, as well as a structured group discussion. There were questions like:

* How did the discussion of the assignment go?

* How were the roles in the team distributed?

* Does the goal set by the team coincide with the goal of this task set by

the coach?

* Have the team members taken into account all parameters: time, height,

materials?

* What helped in completing the assignment?

So each team has answered these questions and here we may summarize
their answers and the results of the game.

The members of the first team noted that the first thing they did was to
assign their roles in the task assigned to them. To begin with, they decided who
would manage and who would build the tower itself, respectively. All the goals
are the same and they are happy with the result. Also, even this command took
into account all the parameters, unfortunately they couldn’t accomplish the
main task: their tower wasn’t stable and didn’t stand as long as it needed.So
here, this team lost their points. Teamwork and the fact that they approached to
the main systematically. Also this team approves that a small amount of time
was the main factor that prevented the quality execution of tasks.

The second team says that discussion of the assignment took a long time,
since initially the team members were rather passive, as a result of which they
had to re-read the conditions and restrictions several times. After everyone
understood the task directly, the discussion began.

The passivity of some of the team members significantly hampered
progress. After long discussions on the options for building the tower, the
participants decided to return to the problem again and only after that they
noticed that the tower had to be built with the greatest efficiency.

In this connection, the discussion began in the second round. All team
members perked up and began to take an active part in the construction, since
quite prominent leaders were able to infect with excitement and rally all
participants.

The roles in the team were distributed quite clearly. There were
unequivocal leaders who suggested the main ideas, directed the discussion
in the right direction, encouraged others to take part in both the discussion
and the construction. The other half took mainly an executive position, that
is, willingly and unquestioningly embodied the leader’s ideas. As mentioned
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earlier, initially the team did not quite correctly define the main goal of the
assignment. It was only after a lot of time wasted in discussion that the team
decided to revisit the problem, and as a result, they found the need to build with
the highest efficiency. However, after that, the main goal set by the team and
the goal set by the coach became identical.

The both teams mentioned that the game was interesting and it rally
helped to understand their own mistakes and disadvantages of their team
works. Now they clearly understand, what they should do and how they should
work in order to train and become good and professional managers.

So as we mentioned before the second team was a winner of this role
game. They scored 50 points for the height (83cm) of the tower and also for
stability 50 points. Their tower was stable for 47 seconds, while the aim was
30seconds. They finished the construction right in time, so didn’t get any
points for saved minutes. They didn’t receive any additional sheets and used
all amount of sheets.

The results of first team little bit different. So they also got 50 point for
the height of the tower. It approached 85cm. But they didn’t get any points
for stability. Their tower was broken on the 25th second. They finished the
construction earlier for 5 minute, so they got extra 5 points. This team also
didn’t receive additional sheets, but they had some extra ones, so they got other
9 points for saved sheets.

In all the first team scored 64 points while the second winners team
scored 100 points.

In conclusion, It was very interesting to hold such activities at workplace
in order to train the managers. As a result,it made the employees closer and also
made them understand and hear other. Now they improved their teamwork and
usually hold such activities in order to train their managers. The chef manager
of the shop admits, that such type of activities very useful at workplace.

One of the methods is when an employee and a manager change roles,
they play a certain situation, a clear understanding of the correct actions and
their shortcomings comes to them. Moreover, such a change in activity helps
to realize which ways and methods of work are more effective.

In the process of using such games, you can soberly assess the entire
course of events from the outside, mark certain shortcomings in the work, as
well as the necessary and missing qualities of employees. Also, during the
game, you can give adequate and constructive criticism, thereby assessing
the work of each of the characters. Role-playing helps build confidence and
leadership skills. But like any coin has a downside, it also has its drawbacks.
The main drawback of role-playing games is that people do not always attach
great importance to them and do not take this type of activity seriously, which
is not always professional.
